Curriculum Aims 
The purpose of our curriculum is to:

Curriculum Approach 
Learning reviewed daily (retrieval practice); 

New content taught in small chunks; 

Effective teacher questioning; 

Lots of teacher modelling; 

Regular opportunities for children to think, apply and practise 
key skills and knowledge; 

Support for difficult tasks; 

Develop long term memory, whilst respecting the limitations of 

the working memory.

Main Learning Focus in Mathematics: 

 

Multiplication and division: 

• Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables, 
including recognising odd and even numbers 

• Solve problems involving multiplication and division, using materials, arrays, repeated 
addition, mental methods, and multiplication and division facts, including problems in 
contexts. 
 

Addition and subtraction: 
• Column method 
• Missing number sentences.  

Main Learning Focus in Science: Animals, including humans: Life cycles and health 

• Identify stages in the life cycles of different animals, including humans. 
• Describe the basic survival needs of animals. 
• Explain how to take care of personal hygiene. 
• Describe some positive effects of exercise. 
• Identify foods in different food groups. 

Working scientifically 

• Measure using simple equipment. 
• Record results in a table. 

• Use data to answer a simple question. 
• Research using secondary sources.

Main Learning Focus in Religious Education: 

How and why do we celebrate special and sacred times 

• Identify some ways Christians celebrate 

Christmas/Easter/Harvest/Pentecost and some ways a festival is 

celebrated in another religion. 

• Re-tell stories connected with Christmas/ Easter/Harvest/Pentecost and a 

festival in another religion and say why these are important to believers. 

• Ask questions and suggest answers about stories to do with Christian 

festivals and a story from a festival in another religion. 

• Collect examples of what people do, give, sing, remember or think 

about at the religious celebrations studied, and say why they matter to 

believers.

• different levels
