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Literacy: Contextual Learning 
• Read individual letters by saying 

the sounds for them (read all set 1 
sounds confidently). 

• Blend sounds into words, so that 
they can read phrases and simple 

sentences made up of known 
letter– sound correspondences. 

• Read ‘special friends’ that 

represent one sound and say 
sounds for them. 

• Recognise and read some ‘red 
words’. 

• Form lower-case letters correctly. 

• Write short sentences with words 

with known sound-letter 
correspondences using a capital 
letter and full stop. 

• Re-read what they have written to 
check that it makes sense. 

Understanding the World  
• Name and describe people who are familiar 

to them. 

• Talk about members of their immediate 

family and community. 

• Draw information from a simple map. 

• Understand that some places are special 

to members of their community. 

• Recognise that people have different beliefs 

and celebrate special times in different 

ways. 

• Recognise some similarities and differences 

between life in this country and life in 

other countries. 

• Recognise some environments that are 

different from the one in which they live.
